There is within us a fundamental disease, an unquenchable fire that renders us incapable, in this life, of
ever coming to full peace.

This desire lies at the centre of our lives, in the marrow of our bones, and in the deep recesses of the soul.
At the heart of all great literature, poetry, art, philosophy, psychology, and religion lies the naming and
analysing of this desire. Spirituality is, ultimately, about what we do with that desire. What we do with
our longings, both in terms of handling the pain and the hope they bring us, that is our spirituality

you.” Spirituality is about what we do with our unrest.
